To participate in the SBIR Program, a company must: 
· Be an organized for-profit U.S. business 
· Have 500 employees or fewer, including affiliates 
· Have a Principal Investigator whose primary employment must be with the small business concern at the time of award and for the duration of the project period 
· Small business concern must be: 
· At least 51% U.S.- owned by individuals and independently operated or 
· At least 51% owned and controlled by a for-profit business concern that is at least 51% owned and controlled by one or more individuals
